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Section 1 — Introduction

1.1 Background to the microFI T Program

According to the Feed-In Tariff (FIT) Rules, praigthat are 10 kW or less in size may apply to
the microFIT Program. The microFIT Program is imked to provide a simplified approach for
enabling the development of renewable micro-geergrojects in Ontario.

The primary objective of this document is to owdlthe process for participating in the microFIT
Program. This process is designed to be efficiedtstreamlined for project Applicants, Local
Distribution Companies (each an “LDC”) and the OPA.

The microFIT Program is closely aligned with thésérg connection and settlement functions
for LDCs established under the Distribution Systéode and the Retail Settlement Code. These
codes outline the LDCs’ requirements for connectmgro-generation projects and settling OPA
contracts.

All capitalized terms used in these microFIT Rudes defined in the final section of this
document.

1.2 Overview of the microFI T Program
The following outlines the key steps of the micibFrogram:

1. An Applicant will apply for a microFIT Contract usj the online application form available
on the microFIT Program website. Information catecfrom the Application will be
provided to the applicable LDC and may be shared ather relevant industry agencies and
government ministries (e.g. the Ministry of Eneemd Infrastructure).

2. When an Application for a microFIT Project is subied, a Reference Number is issued for
the microFIT Project. The Reference Number willised by the Applicant, the LDC and the
OPA as a primary means of identifying the microPFbject through the connection and
contracting process.

3. The OPA will review each Application to ensure ttieg microFIT Project meets the
microFIT Program'’s eligibility requirements. IféhmicroFIT Project meets the program
eligibility requirements, then the OPA will targabviding the Applicant a “Conditional
Offer of microFIT Contract” within 60 days of thaelsmission of a complete Application.
The Conditional Offer of microFIT Contract will exp in 12 months if the conditions of the
offer are not satisfied.

4. Applicants should be aware that, pursuant to tAeBttection, the microFIT Contract will
require that microFIT Projects for solar (PV) acki@ Minimum Required Domestic
Content Level.

5. Where the Applicant is not an LDC, the Applicaniiwiake a Connection Request to the
LDC for the connection of the microFIT Project usthe LDC’s generation connection
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request form. The Applicant must include the a@tlle microFIT Project Reference
Number on the form to identify the project.

6. The Applicant will install the microFIT Project amtsure that it meets the LDC'’s
requirements for connection and delivery of eletirito the LDC's distribution system. This
includes obtaining and providing the necessaryfowbauthorization to connect from the
Electrical Safety Authority.

7. Where the Applicant is not an LDC, the Applicani womplete a Connection Agreement
with the LDC for the connection of the microFIT ferat and will be responsible for
finalizing connection with the LDC. The ConnectiDate of the microFIT Project will be the
later of the date of the Conditional Offer of miEf® Contract and date that the project is
physically connected to the LDC'’s distribution ®rator Load Customer with suitable
metering configurations appropriate for microFITtieenent.

8. Upon connection of the microFIT Project, the LDQlwrovide the connection details to the
OPA. These will include project specific informatiand the Connection Date.

9. After receiving the connection details from the LD OPA will prepare the microFIT
Contract and will provide notice to the Applicahat the microFIT Contract has been
offered.

10.The Applicant is required to access the microFldgPam website to accept their microFIT
Contract. The Applicant must accept the contrafetrafithin 45 Business Days of the initial
offering of the microFIT Contract otherwise the tract offer will be withdrawn.

11.Generation Payments for the microFIT Project wall begin until the microFIT Contract is
accepted by the Applicant. Once the microFIT Caxttrs accepted, the OPA will inform the
LDC of the effective date of the microFIT Contraatd that Generation Payments to the
Supplier can begin.

12.The Contract Price for the microFIT Project willesspond to the FIT Price Schedule in
effect for the relevant technology on the datehef€onditional Offer of microFIT Contract.
Where the microFIT Project is a solar (PV) projeatifferent Contract Price will apply
depending on whether or not the microFIT Projett ise a Rooftop Facility.

13.Suppliers will be paid Generation Payments whidhlva the Contract Price (as adjusted
from time to time by the Percentage Escalatedyptiaable) multiplied by the metered
electricity output in kilowatt-hours (kWh), congst with Section 5.2.

Section 2 - Project Eligibility Requirements

2.1 Basic Eligibility Requirements

V) be connected, directly or indirectly, to the &&ontrolled Grid via a distribution
system; and

vi) have separate metering suitable for microRldgPam data collection and settlement
purposes as described in Section 3.5.

The Supplier must be the same person or ergtithi@person or entity that maintains the
Generator Account in respect of the microFIT Prpjend must also be the person or
entity who signs the Connection Agreement for therofIT Project.

The Supplier must have the legal authority éieample, ownership), or the permission of
the owner of the property on which the facilityasated, to build and operate the
microFIT Project at the proposed location.

If a project is determined by the LDC to requarConnection Impact Assessment, then
the project will not be eligible for a microFIT Ctoact, and must apply through the FIT
Program.

Although it is not an eligibility requiremerdrfpurposes of an Application, Applicants
should be aware that, pursuant to the FIT Directioa microFIT Contract will require

that microFIT Projects for solar (PV) achieve a Miom Required Domestic Content

Level.

i) For solar (PV) projects that reach commercial ajp@maon or prior to December 31,
2010 the Minimum Required Domestic Content Leveld8. For solar (PV)
projects that reach commercial operation on or d@uary 1, 2011 the Minimum
Required Domestic Content Level is 60%.
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i) Solar (PV) projects that have been purchased bgl@ctl, 2009 will be deemed to
have achieved the Minimum Required Domestic Corltemel. If the solar (PV)
project has been purchased but has not reached eamtroperation by October 1,
2009, then the Applicant must provide evidencestattory to the OPA that the solar
(PV) project was purchased by October 1, 2009.

i) The Domestic Content Level of a microFIT Projectdolar (PV) is determined in
accordance with the Domestic Content Grid.

iv) The Supplier must obtain a written confirmatiomfrany equipment supplier or
installer providing equipment or services contribgtto the Domestic Content Level,
confirming which components qualify as Designateti\Aies.

v) Applicants must indicate their Domestic Contenteleat the time the microFIT
Contract is offered by indicating which designaaetlvity achieves the Minimum
Required Domestic Content Level.

vi) Within 10 Business Days of any request by the GRA Supplier shall provide
written evidence satisfactory to the OPA, actirgsmnably, confirming that the
facility has met the Minimum Required Domestic GaritLevel.

f) Certain microFIT Projects may be required to husztain requirements of the Ministry
of Environment and Ministry of Natural Resourcefobe the project can be constructed,
including obtaining a Renewable Energy Approvairrthe Ministry of the Environment.

0) Projects cannot be divided into smaller prgéat the purpose of obtaining a higher
Contract Price or any other benefit under the nkitfrdProgram. If the OPA determines
that a project has been divided into smaller ptejatmay reject all Applications in
respect of such projects.

i) For greater clarity, a maximum of 10 kW of capapi&r Renewable Fuel type in the
microFIT Program is permitted on any one propeRyojects will only be considered
to be on separate properties if the projects &matsd on,

b) In order to complete the Application, the Applicamist agree to share information
collected through the Application process with dipplicable LDC, the OPA and other
relevant agencies and government ministries.

c) Each microFIT Project will be assigned a Referddamber.

d) The OPA will review the Application to confirm thtite project meets the microFIT
Program eligibility requirements as set out in #ecP of this document. The OPA may
ask for additional clarification with respect tetApplication, if required. The OPA’s
target for processing Applications is 60 days fellty the submission of a complete
Application.

3.2 Conditional Offer of microFIT Contract

a) If the OPA determines that the Application meeesrtticroFIT Program eligibility
requirements, then the OPA will issue the Applica@onditional Offer of microFIT
Contract.

b) The Conditional Offer of microFIT Contract will m®nditional on (1) compliance with
microFIT Rules in effect at the time the Conditib@dfer of microFIT Contract was
issued, (2) the direct or indirect connection @f thicroFIT Project to the distribution
system, and (3) the receipt by the OPA of all infation necessary to complete
preparation of a microFIT Contract in effect at tinee the Conditional Offer of
microFIT Contract was issued.

C) If the conditions of the Conditional Offer of midflI Contract are satisfied, the
applicant will be offered a microFIT Contract iffesft at the time the Conditional Offer
of microFIT Contract was issued.

d) The Conditional Offer of microFIT Contract will exp if the conditions, as specified,
are not satisfied within 12 months of the datehef€onditional Offer.

e) The Conditional Offer of microFIT Contract will nbe transferable to a new Applicant.

f) If the Conditional Offer of microFIT Contract exes, then the Applicant may choose to
re-apply to the microFIT Program and will be subjecthe microFIT Rules and
microFIT Contract in effect at the time the Apphtae-applies.

3.3 LDC Connection Request

a) The Applicant must, in its Connection Request ®litBC, provide the LDC with the
applicable microFIT Project Reference Number.

3.4 Connection Date

Connection and Metering

A microFIT Project may be connected to a distribwitsystem in an arrangement that is
independent of the associated load as shown iré-iy(this is referred to as directly

connected), or it may be connected indirectly eodfstribution system in parallel or in
series to an existing Load Customer as shown iarEiga and Figure 2b, respectively.

Contract Price and Generation Payments

The Contract Price for the microFIT Project willnespond to the FIT Price Schedule in
effect for the relevant technology on the datehef€onditional Offer of microFIT
Contract.

i) The Generation Payment will equal the ContracteP(@s adjusted from time to time
by the Percentage Escalated, if applicable) midtighy the metered electricity
output in KWh.

if) For microFIT Projects that are Incremental ProjeGesneration Payments will be
made only for electricity generation attributedhe Incremental Project.

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be calculated by multiplying the metered electyioititput in kWh by the
Incremental Project Ratio.

b) For microFIT Projects that are solar (PV), a déferContract Price will apply depending
on whether or not the microFIT Project is a Rooft@eility. If the microFIT Project is
not a Rooftop Facility, the Contract Price applieaio ground mounted solar (PV) will
apply.

i) If the OPA determines that a microFIT Project i$ a&ooftop Facility, it may
reject the Application in respect of such project.

C) For certain Renewable Fuels, the FIT Price Schedalginclude an annual escalation of
a specified percentage of the Contract Price ob#ses of increases in the Consumer
Price Index (CPI) relative to the CPI applicabl¢hat date specified in the Price
Schedule. The Contract Price shall not be adjustedwards for decreases in the CPI.

The on-farm bio-gas price, the community priceeaddor the aboriginal price adders
noted in the FIT Price Schedule are not availahtkeuthe microFIT Program. Also,
waterpower projects and bio-energy projects untenticroFIT program will not
receive on/off peak pricing.

d) Generation Payment will be made by the LDC accgytinthe established meter reading
and Settlement Periods of the LDC.

e) The LDC will complete financial settlement with tBepplier for the metered electricity
output by the microFIT Project according to thedieettlement Code, the Connection
Agreement and the microFIT Contract.

f) Settlement of the Generation Payments will be hstation service and any loss factors
that may be applied by the LDC consistent withRedail Settlement Code. Suppliers
should also note that they will be responsiblecfoarges and fees that are associated with
their Generator Account.

Section 6 — Additional Rules

6.1 Supplier Responsibilities

a) The Supplier is responsible for ensuring that therof IT Project complies with the
requirements of the Electrical Safety Authorityg eipplicable LDC Conditions of
Service, the microFIT Rules, and that it does wotti@vene any laws, regulations, codes,
etc., including those of the municipality in whittte project is located.

b) The Supplier is responsible for ensuring that denstands all legal requirements and
implications of entering into a microFIT Contraicizluding whether it must charge and
remit GST for Generation Payments and whether amdrhuch income tax it may have
to pay.

For Applicants that
receive a Conditional Offer of microFIT Contractqurto the date of such cancellation or
suspension, the OPA will offer microFIT Contraaghiese Applicants if the conditions
are satisfied. Cancellation or suspension of tleeaRIT Program will not affect
executed microFIT Contracts.

The microFIT Contract provides that all Environnadmttributes otherwise applicable to
the microFIT Project or available to a Supplieraspect of the microFIT Project, are
absolutely and unconditionally transferred andgesi to the OPA.

By submitting an Application, the Applicant autlr®s the collection, use and disclosure
by the applicable LDC and/or the OPA of the infotima set out in the Application and
otherwise collected pursuant to these microFIT Rileaccordance with the privacy
provisions applicable to the microFIT Program. Hpplicant shall obtain the consent of
any other individual on whose property the microP¥Dject is located to the collection,
use and disclosure by the applicable LDC and/oR@& of his or her personal
information in accordance with the privacy prowisapplicable to the microFIT
