<APPLICATION_TYPE> "2-char" will be "PM" for Physical Market.

<DELIVERY_DATE> "8-char" will be the dispatch date in the format of "YYYYMMDD".

<VERSION_NO> ”6-char”. Currently not used.
<MODE> “6-char” will always be “NORMAL” in case of download.
<DISPATCH_TYPE> Will be “PRE-DISPATCH”.

<CONSTRAINT_TYPE> “15-char” will be “CONSTRAINED” or “UNCONSTRAINED”.

<TYPE> Will be “RTEM_REGIONAL CONSTRAINTS”.

<HOUR> “2-char” will be in range of 1-24. For example HOUR 2 means
hour ending 2. Indicates the hour for which the constraints are
generated.

<INTERVAL> “2-Char”, 1 indicates first interval in the hour, …, 12 indicates the
last interval in the hour, 0 indicates that it is the hourly value.

<DATA_TYPE>                          “4-char” can be “10S”,”10N’,”30R”,”ENGY”.

<REGION_NAME>                     “64-char” will be name of constraint active in this interval.

<CONSTRAINT_MW>                “10-char” will be the constrained quantity.
